iv. Education and training in ABA considered 
to be substantially similar to i. 

Applicant submits Supervised Practice 
Application Form, including Declaration of 

Good Character, applicable fee, and all 
related supporting documentation. 

Review of complete application by 
Registrar requiring: 
✓ Supervised Practice Application Form 

(which includes Declaration of Good 
Character)  

✓ Vulnerable Sector Check 
✓ Academic transcript(s) (send directly 

from University)  
✓ Proof of acceptable arrangements to 

complete supervision in Ontario  

Applicant does not appear to meet 
academic credentials or Good Character 

requirement (including Vulnerable Sector 
Check). Registrar refers application to 

Registration Committee. 

Academic credentials acceptable & 
applicant meets Good Character 

requirement. Registrar issues a Certificate 
of Registration Authorizing Supervised 

Practice. 

Registration

confirms 
academic 

credentials 
acceptable, or 

applicant meets 
Good Character 

requirement. 

Registration 
Committee 

confirms

Applicant successfully completes: 

• 1,500 hours of Supervised Practice; 

• Jurisprudence and Ethics Course and 
Assessment in Applied Behaviour 
Analysis (JECAABA); 

and must pass: 

• Ontario Examination for Professional 
Practice in Applied Behaviour Analysis 
(OEPPABA)  

Fails
