
*Applicants who have not yet completed the required number of hours of post-master’s
work experience or who have not yet secured an Ontario work setting and supervisors 
may still request a Statement of Eligibility. This confirms that their academic credentials 
are acceptable for the purpose of registration as a psychological associate.
